AIRFIELD USE PERMIT

AND

HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

(pursuant to 14 CFR 1204, Subpart 14)
This Airfield Use Permit and Hold Harmless Agreement (hereinafter Agreement) memorializes the general agreement of _______________ (hereinafter USER) and the United States of America (hereinafter GOVERNMENT), through the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Ames Research Center (Ames), for the use by USER of Moffett Federal Airfield. The GOVERNMENT, as a condition of its grant of permission to USER requires all risks of liability to be borne by USER.  The term GOVERNMENT refers to the United States of America, its members, agents, or employees. 

USER, in consideration of permission granted by the National Aeronautics and Space Administration to use the aviation landing facility at Moffett Federal Airfield during the period beginning on or about __08:30am, Saturday June 27, 2009_______ and ending on or about _3:30pm_______hereby agrees for himself/herself, and his/her successors and assigns by operation of law or otherwise, 

1)  to waive and not make any claims against the GOVERNMENT for damage arising from or related to USER's use of Moffett Federal Airfield, whether such damage is caused by negligence or otherwise, except in the case of willful misconduct of the GOVERNMENT; and

2)  to indemnify, defend, and hold the GOVERNMENT harmless from and against any and all claims, demands, liabilities, losses, damages, suits, actions, judgments, reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs for personal injury (including death) and/or property damage to any person or persons caused, in whole or in part, from the fault, negligence, wrongful act or wrongful omission of USER, provided such injury and/or damage is not due to willful misconduct of the GOVERNMENT. 

The USER represents, and the GOVERNMENT relies on the representation, that he/she:  

a.
Is at least eighteen years of age; and 

b.
Has all valid certificates required by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA); and 

c. 
Has, in effect during the entire period of this agreement, liability insurance in the amount of $500,000.00; and

d.
Has tendered proof of the insurer's waiver of any subrogation rights as may exist against the Government; and  

e.
Is familiar with the provisions of 14 CFR Part 1204, Subpart 14, "Use of NASA Airfield Facilities by Aircraft Not Operated for the Benefit of the Federal Government" (copy attached) and is prepared to fully comply with its terms and with this use permit if approved by the proper authority.  

f.
The USER's insurance policy will specifically provide that:  

(1)
The insurer waives any rights of subrogation the insurer may have against the United States by reason of any payment made under the policy for injury, death, or property damage that might arise out of or in connection with the insured's use of any NASA Installation.  

(2)
If the insurer or the insured cancels or reduces the amount of insurance afforded under the listed policy, the insurer sends written notice of the cancellation or reduction to the NASA facility approval authority by registered mail at least 30 days in advance of the effective date of the cancellation or reduction.  The policy must state that any cancellation or reduction will not be effective until at least 30 days after such notice is sent.  

g. 
The Insurer and/or User must state below the reasons/justification for requiring the use of Moffett Federal Airfield.
